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Abstract:

Dhaka, formerly spelled as Dacca, the present-day capital of Bangladesh
was known to the people of ancient India as well as Bengal particularly
to the linguists as there was a dialect called ‘Dhakki’ which is believed to
have been originated in this area. It is interesting to note that this dialect
was mentioned in a play named ‘Mrcchakatika’, which was written
sometime in 2" century B.C. to 6" century AD. Historically, Dacca or
Dhaka was a provincial capital during the times of the great Mughals
and its journey as so, was taken place sometime in 1608, 1610 or 1612
AD when Islam Khan, one of the ablest generals of Emperor Jahangir
invaded the locality and ousted the rebel Afghan chiefs and established
his provincial headquarters by the side of the river Buriganga.
Subsequently, encircling the headquarters there emerged a new town and
people from home and abroad gathered here. In the following pages,
however, an attempt has been made to show how Dacca or Dhaka from
the mere cradle of a village rose to the highest peak of becoming a
metropolis of Bengal ‘Suba’ (‘Suba’—a Persian word, meaning
‘province’). Although it is true that from the first decade of the
seventeenth century to modern times, Dacca or Dhaka was not a capital
continuously. First, the seat of provincial capital was shifted in 1639 by
the Mughal Prince Shah Suja, and secondly, when Murshid Quli Jafar
Khan became the Subahdar of Bengal, Bihar and Orissa and chose
‘Muksusbad’ (re-named ‘Murshidabad’ after his own name) as his
headquarters in the second decade of the eighteenth century. But in those
days also Dhaka did not loose its importance due to some obvious
reasons, especially as the homeland of world-famous ‘muslin’ and geo-
political location, Dhaka continued its name and fame all over India and
the world.
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‘Calcutta is the sixth capital in succession which Bengal has had
within the last six centuries. The shifting of the course of the river,
which some apprehend will be the case in Calcutta,
contributed to reduce Gaur to ruins, though it had flourished for
2,000 years, though its population exceeded a million, and its
buildings surpassed in size and grandeur any which Calcutta can
now boast of. Rajmahal, "the city of one hundred kings,"
favourably located at the apex of the Gangetic Delta—Dhaka,
famed from Roman times—Nuddea, the Oxford of Bengal for five
centuries—Murshidabad, the abode of Moslem pride and seat of
Moslem revelry,...These were in their days the transient
metropolitan cities of the Lower Provinces...”®
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"Sonargaon came into prominence as an administrative center in
the early medieval period, when Vikrampur, the ancient capital of
Vanga, lost its importance. With the establishment of Muslim rule
in this area in the closing years of the 13™ century Sonargaon came
to occupy the position of the capital of the territory of Bang and a
mint town. It continued to enjoy this prominence, with various
vicissitudes, till the occupation of this area by the Mughals in the
early part of the 17" century, whence the capital was shifted to
Dhaka."**
